Titles 
so far include:

Video and DVD production – a guide to 
planning for anyone thinking of making a 
video or DVD for medical teaching, surgical 
training, patient and family information, or 
public relations purposes.

Video and DVD services – Media Studio’s 
guide to duplication, editing, standards 
conversion, printing and packaging, and 
compression for Powerpoint and the Web.

Histopathology photography – 
describing the service and how to request 
photography. Copies of this factsheet 
are also available in the Histopathology 
Department.

Clinical photography and video –  
a factsheet for clinical staff who need 
photographs of their patients for clinical 
records, audit, teaching, publication 
or clinical research. Explains consent 
requirements for photography.

Using the clinical image library – for all 
medical staff who need to have access to 
the Trust’s secure Clinical Image Library.

Sprinters printing services – the range of 
services and prices for in-house copying and 
printing of high-quality black-and-white and 
colour posters up to A3, leaflets, booklets 
and bound documents.

Business cards – Fast turnaround,  
single or double-sided business cards  
printed in-house. Simply use the  
tear-off order form and we’ll print  
them on the same or next day –  
with no minimum quantity.

Room bookings – how to book a room 
and how to cancel or amend a booking in 
the Trust and Clinical School.

New Head of Department

Photography and video team

photography team in August 2007, having 
been acting up in the role since Phil Tilson 
left in April. Cat has been at Addenbrooke’s 
for six years and was at Birmingham 
Children’s Hospital before that. Cat’s 
promotion left a Senior Photographer post 
vacant, which has now been filled by the 
promotion of Jaclyn Murdoch. Jaclyn will 
take on particular responsibility for video 
production in the team, as well as being 
the primary contact for Histopathology 
photography.

Replacing Jaclyn as a Medical photographer, 
Abbey Staplehurst joined the department 
in June. Abbey graduated with a First from 
Leeds Metropolitan University and has 
already enrolled on the City and Guilds 
Certificate in Diabetic Retinopathy Screening 
and the Staffordshire University Postgraduate 
Diploma in Medical Photography.

Medical photographer Steve Atherton  
left in July to take up a post in Swansea.  
This left a vacancy that we were able to 
change to a Video Editor post, to look after 
all the editing, copying, file conversion and 
post production work that is on the increase. 
We have now appointed Galen Woltkamp, 
who has considerable editing and post-
production experience, to start work in the 
Media Studio on the 22nd September.

Graphic design team

New to the graphic design team in August 
2007, Louise Stubbings takes on the role of 
Senior Graphic Designer, producing printed 
materials such as Addenbrooke’s Matters 
and the Staff recognition newsletter. Louise 
came to us after a period as a freelance 
designer, having previously worked at 
Cambridge University Press. 

The latest addition to our graphic design 
team is Graham Newton, who has a wealth 
of industry experience in design and print, 
including heading a commercial design 
studio. He takes on the new role of Team 
Leader for design and printing services.

The Media Studio is comprised 
of several service sections, each 
representing a dedicated team of 
individuals, who sometimes also 
collaborate across teams on  
specific projects or to meet specific 
deadlines. The sections are:

Photography & video 
This team handles all the Media Studio’s 
photography and video production, 
including:

Histopathology photography – working 
closely with the Histopathology Department 
to photograph post mortems, gross morbid 
specimens and surgical specimens. Also 
culture plates, clinical test results and gels.

Ophthalmic imaging – including 
photography of the retinal fundus, slit-lamp 
photography of the anterior segment of the 
eye, indocyanine green dye and fluorescein 
angiography of the retina, optical coherence 
tomography, diabetic retinopathy screening 
and grading.

Equipment and procedures – 
photographs of equipment from tiny 
instruments to large machines; medical  
and technical procedures and techniques.

General photography – public relations 
photos for Trust corporate documents, 
poster campaigns and websites, to portraits, 
passport photos, ward wallboards, aerial 
and high viewpoint photography.

3D imaging – using a specialist 3D camera 
and software to create computer models 
of surface anatomy. These images can be 
used for clinical assessment and research in 
clinical genetics and surgery.

Video production – producing complete 
programmes from scripting to delivery;  
DVD authoring, digitising, copying, 
standards conversion and preparation of 
clips for Powerpoint or web delivery.

Graphic Design, illustration and printing 
The graphic design section can  
handle all types of design for print or  
electronic delivery:

Academic posters – bring all your content 
along and we will design and print your 
poster for you, or design it yourself and we 
will print and laminate the poster.

Leaflets, booklets, brochures and 
newsletters – designed and printed.

Stationery, forms, etc. – either in the 
corporate style for Trust communication,  

or designed from scratch. See our article  
on business cards in ‘Get the Facts’ below.

Invitations – social events and prestige 
meetings. Sized to fit standard envelopes.

Banners, posters, signs – for events 
campaigns and information for staff, 
patients or visitors.

Printing – all your printing needs, including 
colour photocopying, folding, binding,  
hole-punching and stapling.

Medical art and illustrations –  
for medical/ scientific teaching, patient 
information and staff training.

Room bookings 
Booking of shared meeting rooms across 
the Addenbrooke’s site. Our room bookings 
staff handle up to 20,000 bookings and 
3,000 cancellations and amendments every 
year. Rooms vary in size from the 350-seat 
William Harvey Lecture Theatre to the  
12-seat Committee Room 12.

Audiovisual support 
We look after around 30 teaching spaces 
and meeting rooms across the site, ensuring 
that AV facilities are maintained and 
working, and helping with any problems 
people have with using AV equipment.
